This plug will fit in power outlet only
one way. If the plug does not fit fully in the outlet,
please contact a qualified electrician. Do not
modify the plug in any way.

* Make sure the power outlet has sufficient voltage
capacity as to avoid short circuit. Also make
sure the voltage of the power supply match the
appliance’s specification.

e For first use or use again after a long keep of
the appliance, you must first dispense room
temperature water before using.

e Always unplug appliance from outlet when not
in use and before cleaning. Allow to cool before

putting on or taking off parts and before cleaning
the appliance.

e The use of attachments/accessories not sold or
recommended by Braun may cause fire, electrical
shock or risk of injuries to persons.

e This appliance must be installed in a dry cool
place, avoid direct sunlight and flammable
materials. Do not place foam, cardboard or
similar materials underneath the appliance, this
is to avoid electric leakage as a result of water
accumulation. This appliance is not suitable for
outdoor use or water splashing area.

* Do not squeeze, temper or collide the appliance
during its transportation, installation or operation.
This is to avoid appliance damage.

e Regularly inspect the power cord, power plug and
actual appliance for any damage. Do not operate
if damaged in any way or after the appliance
malfunctions. Immediately cease use of the
appliance and call Braun Customer Service for
examination, repair or adjustment.

e Hold on to the 3 pin plug instead of the power cord
to unplug. Do not extend the power cord to avoid
fire hazard.

e Dry boil is strictly prohibited.

e Do not pull the power cord when moving this
product. Do not coil the power cord around the
product during operation.

* Do not touch the water outlet as to avoid burn/
scald injury.

* Do notimmerse the power cord or appliance into
any liquid.

e Do not add water or move the water tank while in
operation.

e Do not place or use the product on heating
surface or in high temperature area.

e Do not place the product on other electrical
products, near a hot gas or electric burner, orin a
heated oven.

e Do not fold and damage the power cord. Keep the
power cord plug dry.

¢ Do not clean machine with abrasive cleansers,
steel wool pads, or other abrasive materials.

e Do not remove the base panel. No user
serviceable parts are inside. Repair should be
done by authorized service personnel only.

e Always fill water tank first, then plug cord into the
wall outlet. To disconnect, press the «On/Off»
button, then remove plug from wall outlet.

e |f water is not draining from the outlet during the
dispensing, check the FQA on instruction or call
Braun Customer Service.

Before first Use

Clean all parts before using the dispenser for the
first time — refer to «Care and Cleaning».

Before using the water dispenser for the first time,
fill it to the maximum level with fresh water, heat

it up to maximum temperature and then pour the
water away. Repeat this procedure 2-3 times.

Start into Operation

Fill the water tank (2) and close the cover (2b). Plug
in and switch on by pressing the On/Off

button (1). The LED () turns on.

Press () for 3 seconds to unlock. The LED turns off
and all other LEDs turn on.

Place a vessel below the water outlet on the drip
tray (5).

Note: The dispensed water (at all temperature
settings) is not boiled before. Therefore, especially
when preparing baby food, we recommend to boil
the water first, cool it down to room temperature
and then pour it into the water tank of the device.

A) Using the settings

Select one of the pre-set temperatures by pressing
the dedicated button. The selected LED starts
flashing.

Select the cup volume by pressing the dedicated
button. The selected LED starts flashing.

Press (¢ to start. The LED starts flashing until the
process is finished.

The desired water volume will flow out from the
water outlet and stops automatically. You can stop
the process at any time by pressing (¢ ) again.

B) Dispensing water without volume limitation
(room temperature only)

Select (=) and start the process by pressing (¢ .
The water flows out of the water outlet until
you press (¢ ) again to stop.

Descaling

For the best performance and to extend lifetime of
your Braun water dispenser, use purified or distilled
water and descale the unit regularly. You can use
citric acid.

Itis a good practice to run the descaling procedure
at least once per month.

¢ Fill water and citric acid into the water tank
(30 g of citric acid per 500 ml water) and stir the
mixture.

e Place the water tank into the dispenser

e Select the settings 98°C and 500 ml until the
water tank is empty.

® After descaling, rinse the appliance with fresh
water 3 times while selecting 98°C and 500 ml
settings.

Care and Cleaning

e Always switch off, unplug and let the appliance
cool down.

e The main body can be cleaned with a damp
cloth.

* The removable water tank and its cover are
dishwasher-safe.

e Do not use any scouring agents or harsh
cleansers on any part of the appliance.
